Beating The Fianchetto Defences
By Efstratios Grivas
(Gambit, softback, 191 pages, £15.99)

I am not sure what to say about this book. Having spent most of my chess
career playing the Black side of various fianchetto defences, I am now faced
with a book that threatens to force me to find a new repertoire! Not a happy
prospect at my age! However, I shall endeavour to lay all prejudices to one
side and present an objective account of the book.

There are five fianchetto defences that Grivas covers in the book — King’s In-
dian, Grunfeld, Benko, Benoni and Modern. All of these defences have their
champions among the world’s elite, and so it comes as no surprise that the
author has no magical formula for a quick victory. The fact that early in each
chapter he deals with typical endgames arising from each defence lets the cat
out of the bag — White has to be prepared for a long hard slog.

For each defence Grivas offers a particular repertoire line, which he covers in
some detail, while at the same time dealing with earlier deviations for Black.
For the King’s Indian the recommended line is 6 h3 in the main line, against
the Grunfeld it is 4 Nf3 Bg7 5 Bg5, against the Benko Gambit it is 4 Nf3 sys-
tems, while against the Modern he suggests that because of the many transpo-
sitional possibilities White should select his set-up as for the King’s Indian or
Modern Benoni. The Modern Benoni is to be countered by what he calls the
“Modern Main Line, a system based on the moves e4, Nf3 h3 and Bd3.

Each recommended line is analysed in some depth (perhaps too much depth
for this type of book) and there are three or four illustrative games at the end of
each chapter, which are themselves analysed quite deeply. Looking through
the Index of Variations at the end of the book I am impressed by how much
material the author has managed to squeeze into less than 200 pages, and I
have to grudgingly admit that if my opponents were to make use of it they
could make life more difficult for me than it already is.
